Procedure

CETL distributed an electronic version of the survey to the entire faculty administration on
September 16'". Surveys remained open for a two-week period, asking students to submit
their responses by September 25%.

The survey included an email invitation to complete the survey. Faculty who wanted to
complete the survey simply clicked on a link embedded in the invitation.
